Does the term ‘boot camp’ mean anything to you? For some
who are personally acquainted, it brings to mind very specific
sights, smells, sounds and much more. Boot camp is designed
to develop the hardness necessary for good soldiery.

Christian Youth In Action could be described as a boot camp
where more than 100 young people from across Maine will be
welcomed for ten days of training at the end of June. Young
people come with hearts

desiring to serve the Lord but

often with little experience in a

disciplined life. There is a

required time for lights to be

out in the evening and a

required time for rising in the

morning. Attendance at

classes, mealtimes, study hall

and practicum sessions are

required and yes, there is a

dress code. CYIA is a training

school for Christian soldiers

who must learn to rein in their

personal whims in order to

develop a life of useful service

to the Lord.

One great difference between military boot camp and CYIA is
that there is an atmosphere of personal care and spiritual
challenge. Every young person can have a personal encounter
with God and enjoy meaningful relationships with the staff and
other students.

In the New Testament, Paul wrote many instructions to the
young Timothy which fit well under the heading of "Endure
Hardness as a Good Soldier." (Il Timothy 2:3) You will find
some of these admonitions from Paul used in the enclosed
prayer calendar. These are good instructions for young recruits,
but also for veterans in the faith as we plan to work together in
summer ministry.

There is an enemy at work during
CYIA. The staff is often
overwhelmed with many
responsibilities. The students
often feel defeated and
discouraged when confronted
with many assignments.
However, CYIA ends with a
special Commissioning Service
which is always a time of praise
because victories have been won
and a summer of service on the
frontlines among the children lies
ahead. Surely God will use these
young soldiers to rescue children
from darkness and win them to
Himself this summer.

For the veterans, there is great joy in looking back over the many
years of Christian Youth In Action. Among our current Maine
staff, at least twelve began their ministry at CYIA. During this
training, many young people have set their hearts on God and
are serving Him right here in Maine as well as around the globe.

Don'’t miss this first opportunity to gather
materials for Good News Club.
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This past year we were in 24 schools with GN Club as
well as 10 home and church locations. Let's not loose
one of these clubs. Pray with us that we will be able to
be in 20 percent of our schools — that would mean
increasing to 28 school clubs.

After some foundational lessons, we will be teaching
lessons from the life of Moses and life of Christ.
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Pray for Mr. John Romano,
the State Director for CEF
and Rev. Barry Beebe, the
President of New Brunswick
Bible Institute as they carry
the weight of spiritually
challenging the hearts of
the staff and students.

Last year we had almost 60
at this day camp, and this year we are praying for more.

During the week of July 25-29 we will be at South Hope
Community Church .

outreach to the community.

Finally from August 1-5 we will
work with Hudson Baptist
Church . Hudson has around
150 children of day camp age.
Our prayer is that many un-
churched children would come
to day camp, and that the
Hudson Baptist Sunday School
program would grow through

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Each week campers and staff gather on the bank of the river for
a campfire. During the evening, we share in song and campers
are asked to share how God has spoken to them.

Recently while corresponding with a career missionary, this is
what she had to say about one campfire at River of Life Bible
Camp:

“I remember a campfire night when we were challenged about
what the Lord wanted for our lives and it was one of the first
times | knew that the Lord was speaking to me about missions. |
don’t remember the details like who was speaking or what
Scripture was used, | just know that the conditions were right (a
quiet, very starry evening, a passionate servant of the Lord
assuring me that nowhere in the world would be as safe as in
God’s will, my heart wide open) and | knew His [God’s] hand on
my shoulder . . . My time there was extremely critical to my
young walk with the Lord.”
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“Then all the craftsmen who were doing all the work of the
sanctuary came, each from the work he was doing.”
Exodus 36:4

When it came time to construct the tabernacle, one man
received the instructions from the Lord, but able volunteers left
the work they were already doing to concentrate on the craft of
constructing the dwelling place of their God.

The headquarters for CEF of central Maine is located on a
beautiful 18 acres in Hermon, Maine. In the six years since the
property has been owned by CEF, the full-time staff has
communicated a vision from the Lord and countless volunteers
have given their time and energy to help develop the site. Most
recently, during two different workdays, forty volunteers from
nine different local churches participated to complete several
projects. The exterior of one garage was painted, mulch was
spread around the base of all the trees on the property, the
pavilion was water-sealed and new lights were installed along
the edge of the entrance road. Others have come to mow, trim,
fertilize, and wire lighting. There is a great need for volunteers
with a heart for children to periodically leave their other
responsibilities and serve the Lord by helping out on these
grounds.

Quite often this time of year, my family will go walking around the
CEF property. | load my daughter in the wagon and pulling it
along behind, my son and

I walk through our

backyard and out the gate.

We walk out the lane and

head toward the day camp

site. We step up onto a

gravel road, the newly

installed exit road. We

walk toward the recreation

field and remember those

that have fertilized and mowed, to prepare it for little feet to play
and exercise. We pass the grassy area between the entrance
and exit roads and recall with gratitude the volunteers who just
recently raked and mulched around the trees.

The needs on the property are many and we have been asking
the Lord to add someone to our staff to help develop and
maintain this property that He has so evidently given. We are
thankful for Francis Mahon who has recently offered his time to
help with the mowing. Please pray for God's leading us to the
right additional help for the future as we believe a full-time
maintenance person is needed.
