January 1-7  
"…in those days…He went out to the mountain to pray, and 
continued all night in prayer to God."  "Now in the morning, 
having risen a long while before daylight, He went out…to a 
solitary pace, and there He prayed" Luke 6:12 Mark 1:35  

 

Take time away from the demands of the day to pray.
